• A Christmas Artwork Contest Form needs to be filled out for each student 
participating in the annual contest sponsored by our National Office. The contest 
offers students the opportunity to express their faith through artwork. Last year we 
had two national finalists.      

• Use the Remittance Form when sending your school’s collected funds for MCA.  
• Please make sure you or your principal return the Mission Moderator Form with your 

contact information to receive all material in a timely manner.
